Students will bring cotton cloth and will explore methods to apply the wax.  After the designs are created, Gasali will show us how to dye our cloth and how to remove the wax.

The designs that Gasali will teach us are traditional to the Yoruba culture.  It is very important to Gasali that his students learn about his culture and feel the history and meaning behind the art that he is teaching.  
Gasali Adeyemo is from a small rural village, Ofatedo, located in Nigeria.  In 1990, he discovered the Nike Center for Arts and Culture where he spent two years mastering the arts of batik painting on fabric, indigo dyeing, quilt making, embroidery, appliqué, and batik painting on rice paper. The following four years, were spent teaching these skills to incoming students. Currently Gasali travels worldwide, sharing the arts and culture of the Yoruba people of Nigeria. He currently resides in Santa Fe, New Mexico.
